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During our year of support raising, one of the 
things we prayed was that God would prepare a 
place for us at Black Forest Academy in Kandern, 
Germany. Now that we�ve been here for nearly �ve 
months, we can con�dently say that He did. �is 
summer, God began to show us the many things 
that he�d prepared for us, things that wouldn�t have 
happened if we�d left in October, like we�d planned. 
He�s given us life-changing friendships, a furnished 
home, jobs that are perfect for us, relationships with 
students, an amazing community at BFA, and an 
extraordinary support base in America.

Our 130 or so days in Germany have been 
exhilarating, ful�lling, challenging, dark, and 
meaningful. We have been both awed at God�s 
goodness and heartbroken by loss. Every day, we are 
thankful to be here. We are thankful that we get to 
create media for this boarding school for missionary 
kids. We are thankful that we get to build 
relationships with these students and help them 
to love Jesus more. God has done beyond what we 
expected. We are abundantly blessed.

We have full lives here. Between the two of us, 
we are creating a new website for the school, 
meeting with students for tea and conversation, 
leading a small group, assistant coaching the JV 
Girls Volleyball Team, volunteering at a girls� 
dorm, mentoring students referred by school 
counselors, playing with students in a 3-on-3 
basketball tournament, encouraging fellow sta� 
members, overseeing small groups, photographing 
events, planning mission trips, advising a student 
on an independent study project, learning 
German, providing feedback on design projects, 
communicating with parents...the list could go on.

We honestly love being here. Every day, we get 
to do something eternal. Perhaps our daily tasks 
aren�t eternal, the �lling out of forms or writing of 
html code, but the outcomes are. In the end, we�re 
helping this school to love these students, who come 
from 52 di�erent countries where their parents 
serve Jesus. Not only do we support the ministries 
of these families, but we support these kids. We get 
to share our lives with them, speak truth to them, 
model Jesus for them, and, above all, love them.
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
